
Confirmation Covenant 2015/2016 
 
Below are the requirements for participating in the 2015/2016 Confirmation class.  By 
signing this form you are agreeing to follow these requirements. 
 
For Students 

1.) I will attend all classes, doing my best not to miss class.  I understand that I am 
expected to attend 3 out of 4 Sundays in a month.  I will be on time for all classes. 

2.) I understand that if I do miss a class I must make up the work within two weeks. 
3.) If I intend to be confirmed, I will complete all assignments and participate in all class 

activities and projects, including my statement of faith. 
4.) I will spend time each day in devotions as guided by my workbook. 
5.) I will do my best to attend a worship service each week. 
6.) I will meet with the person acting as my mentor. 
7.) I will participate in all mandatory events, including service projects. 
8.) I understand that if I do not complete all requirements (service projects, writing a 

statement, appearing before Session, etc.) that I may not be able to make my 
confirmation with my class and alternate arrangements will need to be made.  This will 
be at the discretion of the leaders. 

For Parents  
1.) I will make it possible for my child to attend class on time each week. 
2.) I will encourage my child to attend all classes and to complete all activities & projects.  
3.) I will encourage my child to make daily devotions a part of his or her routine.  (It is 

best if you try to model this behavior!)  
4.) I will make it possible to and encourage my child to attend a worship service each 

week.  (It is helpful if you attend as a family!) 
5.) I will encourage my child to meet with their mentor. 
6.) I will assist my child in writing his or her statement of faith. 
7.) I will discuss with my child my own faith journey and what it means to become a 

member of the church. 
8.) I will make it possible for my child to participate in all of the mandatory events.  
9.) I understand that if my child does not complete all requirements (service projects, 

writing a statement, appearing before Session, etc.) that he or she may not be able to be 
confirmed with the class and alternate arrangements may need to be made.
